Administration Items
Ronnie McIntire, Assessor- Request of funds in the amount of $1500 for In-Service Training

On a Bob Ford/Stacy Dugan motion, the County Commission approves funds in the amount of $1500 for the 2014 State Tax Commissioner’s Annual In-Service Training for Assessors and Deputies.  President Close voted yea, Commissioner Dugan voted yea and Commissioner Ford voted yea.  Motion carried.
Request of Funds in the amount of $1500 for mandatory Circuit Clerk’s meeting given by the WV State Auditor’s Office

Discussion of use of maintenance personnel
Commissioner Ford stated that he is aware that Commissioner Dugan had asked the maintenance staff to help clear the North Berkeley Rail Trail.  Commissioner Ford stated that the maintenance staff is skilled individuals and they already have projects going on county properties and he is against them clearing the rail trail.
Commissioner Dugan stated that there was just a few trees and brush that needed removed and she did not think this would be a problem but do not worry, she will take her family and volunteers and do the work themselves.  Commissioner Dugan stated that the maintenance department from US Silica had helped on the trail and she didn’t realize it was going to be an issue for the county maintenance department to help.  Commissioner Dugan stated that President Close has had the maintenance men help with parks and recreation projects and Commissioner Ford has had them help repair the Animal Control facility but if she asks it becomes an issue.   The Commission agreed that from now on,  before the maintenance department starts a new project, the Commission is to be informed first.
