Administration Items
The County Commission has received a petition from Monongalia County Commission requesting Morgan County take an active role in protesting the proposed rate increase brought forth by the Monongahela Power Company and the Potomac Edison Company.  The increase of 15.85% would adversely affect 525,000 customers in northern, central, eastern and northwestern portions of WV.  The petition is in the lobby of the Morgan County Courthouse for anyone that would like to sign it.
Action Items

Anne Beckley, Morgan Arts Council- Request of Funds- $15,000

Anne Beckley and Jeanne Mozier, representing the Morgan Arts Council, approached the County Commission with a funds request in the amount of $15,000.

Ms. Beckley explained the programs the Morgan Arts Council provides for the community and the summer programs that are scheduled.  The Commission thanked them for their time and explained that they will be reviewing the funds requests at the next Commission meeting on June 19, 2014.

Cannon Wadsworth & Ronnie McIntire- Presentation for on-line filing for Personal Property Assessments
Cannon Wadsworth, representing Global Science & Technology, Inc. approached the Commission for a presentation for on-line filing for personal property assessments.  
Mr. Wadsworth explained that the $2300 cost for the on line filing system and the first year of support and maintenance has been paid for by grant funding provided.

There is an annual fee of $750 for annual support and maintenance of the system after the first year.  On a Stacy Dugan/Bob Ford motion, the County Commission supports and approves the Assessor moving forward with the online filing effective July 1, 2014. Request of approval to allow Commission President to sign contract with selected firm
