Approval of Meeting Minutes

County Clerks request of funds for Election Budget

Decision on the purchase of the building located on 28 North Washington Street

executive session at 10:47 am to discuss the purchase of the building located on 28 North
Washington Street. President Close voted yea, Commissioner Ford voted yea and
Commissioner Tuttle voted yea. Motion carried.

On a Bob Ford/Joel Tuttle motion, the County Commission came out of executive session
and reconvened into regular session at 11:08 am. President Close voted yea, Commissioner
Ford voted yea and Commissioner Tuttle voted yea. Motion carried.

On a Bob Ford/]oel Tuttle motion, the County Commission agrees to purchase the building
located at 28 North Washington Street for the sum of $106,000. President Close voted yea,
Commissioner Ford voted yea and Commissioner Tuttle voted yea. Motion carried.

The funds will come out of the Capital Reserves account.

Discussion & Possible Decision:

- Process of Increasing Emergency Management Services Fee (currently $75/
Residence)

- Request for Proposal for Emergency Services in Morgan County

George Didawick, Chairman, Emergency Medical Services Board and Kevin Duckwall,

Company 7, approached the Commission to discuss the need to increase the annual

ambulance fee. The fee is disbursed to Morgan County Rescue Service and Paw Paw

Volunteer Fire and Rescue for their operational expenses. Mr. Didawick and Mr. Duckwall
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presented a power point presentation explaining the EMS board functions and
responsibilities. Mike McCready, Paw Paw squad member presented a letter to the
Commission stating that Paw Paw will not be able to offer on-going emergency medical
services after June of 2016. After a lengthy discussion, on a Bob Ford/Joel Tuttle motion,
the Commission agreed to move forward and proceed with two public hearings to receive
public comments regarding increasing the ambulance fees from $75 to $150 annually.
President Close voted yea, Commissioner Ford voted yea and Commissioner Tuttle voted
yea. Motion carried.

The first public hearing is scheduled for March 17, 2016 at 7 pm and is located at Warm
Springs Middle School in the cafeteria. The second hearing will be during the County
Commission meeting on April 7, 2016.

Administrator’s Report

Approval of pay application 3 for Reliance Roofing
