Executive Order for Mid-Atlantic Communications Partnership

The County Commission reviewed the executive order for the Mid-Atlantic Communications Partnership (MACP).  The purpose of the partnership is to make and implement decisions concerning the development of plans and policies pertaining to interstate interoperability communications in order to increase the collective capability of member jurisdictions to prevent, prepare for, respond to and recover from an act or terrorism or other disaster.  On a Stacy Dugan/Bob Ford motion, the County Commission approved the executive order authorizing Dave Michael, OES Director and Zachary Caldwell, 911 Director as primary voting representative members of MACP.  President Close voted yea, Commissioner Dugan voted yea and Commissioner Ford voted yea.  Motion carried.

Signing of the contract for the North Berkeley Rail Trail
