Administrative Items
Kim Michael, Tax Office- Exoneration for US Dept. of Justice

Carol York, Grant Administrator- Grant Applications
Records Management & Preservation Board FY 2014 Grant Application
Carol York, Grant Administrator, approached the Commission and explained that she is working on the Records Management & Preservation Board and Courthouse Facilities Improvement Authority grants.  Ms. York stated that the Records Management & Preservation Board grant is for the Prosecuting Attorney’s Office to electronically image case files and the Assessor’s Office to electronically image map cards.

Gayle Drive Road Repair Discussion

Administrator’s Report

Approval of $2505 for rabies vaccinations for Animal Control Officers
The Commission discussed the rabies vaccinations and the option of two of the officers, Jason and Randy, military veterans, getting the rabies vaccinations at the Veterans Affairs Hospital at no charge but there may be a waiting period.   On a Bob Ford/Stacy Dugan motion, the County Commission approved the request for rabies vaccination contingent upon Jason and Randy getting the shots at the Veterans Affairs hospital within 90 days and Rachel getting the vaccinations at the Berkeley County Health Department.   President Close voted yea, Commissioner Dugan voted yea and Commissioner Ford voted yea.  Motion carried.

Update on animal control policy AC7 regarding fines & fees
On a Brad Close/Stacy Dugan motion, the County Commission tabled the decision to approve Animal Control Policy AC7 until a later date.   President Close voted yea, Commissioner Dugan voted yea and Commissioner Ford voted yea.  Motion carried.

Approval of animal control policy AC10-  regarding acceptance of monies

Approval of animal control policy AC11 regarding adoption of animals by AC Officers

On a Bob Ford/Stacy Dugan motion, the County Commission approved AC Policy 11 which states no officer of Morgan County Animal Control, while under the employ of MCAC may adopt animals currently under the care and custody of MCAC, nor may they adopt animals who have knowingly been under the care and custody of MCAC within a rolling 12 month period.   President Close voted yea, Commissioner Dugan voted yea and Commissioner Ford voted yea.  Motion carried.
