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Administrative Items
Alma Gorse, County Planner- Resolution & Application Letters for WV Hazard Mitigation Grant Program

Alma Gorse, County Planner, requested the County Commission schedule a public hearing for the Stormwater Ordinance Changes.   The County Commission scheduled the public hearing for December 19, 2013 at 9:45 a.m. during the County Commission meeting.

Carol York- Grant Administrator- North Berkeley Rail Trail Contract

Carol York, Grant Administrator, approached the Commission with a North Berkeley Rail Trail Resolution & Contract.   On a Stacy Dugan/Bob Ford motion, the County Commission accepts the conditions of the LPDA Design & Engineering contract and authorizes Bradley J. Close, President, as the official representative for the Commission in the administration of the LPDA contract for the WVDOT TEP North Berkeley Rail Trail grant project.   President Close voted yea, Commissioner Dugan voted yea and Commissioner Ford voted yea.  Motion carried. 
North Berkeley Rail Trail Resolution
On a Brad Close/Bob Ford motion, the County Commission tables the decision of approving the resolution until the next meeting.  President Close voted yea, Commissioner Ford voted yea and Commissioner Dugan voted nay.  Motion passed.

Zachary Caldwell, 911 Director- Approval to hire letter

Zachary Caldwell, 911 Director, presented two letters for approval to hire two employees full time.  On a Stacy Dugan/Bob Ford motion, the County Commission approves the hiring of Corrie Riffle and Sarah Hogbin as full time 911 Dispatchers.  
President Close voted yea, Commissioner Dugan voted yea and Commissioner Ford voted yea.  Motion carried. 

Court Order for re-appointment of Richard Romano to Criminal Justice Board
On a Stacy Dugan/Bob Ford motion, the County Commission re-appoints Richard Romano to the Morgan County Community Criminal Justice Board for a one year term.  President Close voted yea, Commissioner Dugan voted yea and Commissioner Ford voted yea.  Motion carried. 

Amend Minutes from 8/22/2013 County Commission meeting

On a Stacy Dugan/Bob Ford motion, the County Commission amended the meeting minutes from the 8/22/2013 County Commission meeting.  The amended minutes read as follows:
Molly Colyer- Request of Exoneration for Real Estate Property Assessment

Molly Colyer approached the Commission with a request of exoneration for real estate property assessment.  The County Commission and Mr. McIntire, Assessor, reviewed the request.  On a Stacy Dugan/Bob Ford motion, the County Commission approves the exoneration contingent upon the WV State Tax Commissioner agreeing its illegal to create an adjusted tax bill.  President Close voted yea, Commissioner Dugan voted yea and Commissioner Ford voted yea.  Motion carried.

Action Items

Clarification on Molly Colyer Exoneration Order from 8/22 meeting
On a Stacy Dugan/Bob Ford motion, the County Commission approved the exoneration order in the amount of $124.83 for Molly Colyer.  President Close voted yea, Commissioner Dugan voted yea and Commissioner Ford voted yea.  Motion carried.
Open Request for Proposals for Radio Communication Systems

The County Commission has received two proposals for the radio communication systems.  The RFP’s were from Ganoe Enterprises and Motorola Solutions.
President Close stated that these are not hard numbers and that the Commission is just looking at quotes. President Close also stated that no decision will be made until the 911 Advisory Board reviews the bids.  

Discussion on Office of Emergency Services

Commissioner Ford explained that he has had discussions with David Michael, Office of Emergency Services Director and they agree that since the county pays $16,000 per year to rent space at the EMS building, it would be beneficial for Mr. Michael to move his office to that location.   Mr. Michael currently has his office located in the 911 Dispatch Center.  Commissioner Ford stated that however, there will need to be funding for the purchase of office equipment.  President Close stated that it is hard to discuss things needed when you don’t have a budget to follow.  The County Commission will discuss this at the next County Commission meeting when they can review the budget.
Kevin Duckwall- Staffing & contract for Ambulance Authority
The County Commission will discuss the Ambulance Authority staffing and contract at a future County Commission meeting.  
Approval and Signing of the Intergovernmental Agreements

On a Stacy Dugan/Bob Ford motion, the County Commission approved and signed the intergovernmental agreements stating that the County Commission shall authorize its Animal Control Officers to enforce the county dog leash law within the limits of the Town of Paw Paw and the Town of Bath.  President Close voted yea, Commissioner Dugan voted yea and Commissioner Ford voted yea.  Motion carried.
Attorney Charles Trump- Estate of Julianna Kamecka
Attorney Charles Trump approached the Commission to discuss the estate of Julianna Kamecka.  Mr. Trump explained that Julianna Kamecka, of Washington DC had passed away and according to her Last Will and Testament, she has left a life estate in ¾ of an  acre of land to George Mason (now deceased) and then to his children, leaving the remainder interest to Morgan County, WV.  The land is to be held, maintained and used by them as a natural preserve and wildlife refuge, always to be kept in its natural condition.  Mr. Trump presented a copy of the Will and Testament along with a plat of the property and stated that the property is located near Cherry Run, in Morgan County.  Mr. Trump explained that he will have a survey of the property done.  The Commission decided to seek legal counsel regarding this type of transaction before they make any decisions. 
Discussion/possible Decision on Broker for Insurance

Due to recommendations from the Ethics Commission, President Close recused himself and left the meeting.

Jody McClintock, County Administrator, explained that due to the changes associated with the affordable health care act,  Dave Barton has met with the Commission regarding a software system designed to keep us on track with the changes and requirements concerning the health care act.  Commissioner Ford suggested the Commission talk with Vernon Brinegar, current Blue Cross Blue Shield representative regarding the upcoming changes before making a decision to change brokers for insurance.   Commissioner Dugan agreed.  The Commission will meet with Mr. Brinegar at the next Commission meeting.
President Close returned to the meeting.
Executive Session- Personnel Issue- WV Code 6-9A-4
On a Brad Close/Bob Ford motion, the County Commission went into executive session to discuss a personnel issue.  President Close voted yea, Commissioner Dugan voted yea and Commissioner Ford voted yea.  Motion carried.
On a Bob Ford/Stacy Dugan motion, the County Commission came out of executive session and reconvened into regular session. President Close voted yea, Commissioner Dugan voted yea and Commissioner Ford voted yea.  Motion carried.
Mapping & Addressing Ordinance Review

Linda Crawford approached the Commission and explained that she had gotten a letter in the mail stating that her address has to be changed.  Ms. Crawford explained that this is the fourth time her address has been changed and she would like to know what she can do to stop this change.   The Commission discussed the need for road signs and the costs associated with the signs.  The Commission will follow up and start reviewing the Mapping & Addressing Ordinance.

Administrator Report
Signing of the MOU with Berkeley/Jefferson Day Report Center
Jody McClintock, County Administrator, explained that the Berkeley/Jefferson Day Report Center has a new Executive Director and a new MOU with this change has been submitted for President Close’s signature.
Foxglove Proposal

Jody McClintock, County Administrator, presented a proposal to the Commission from the Foxglove Garden Club.  The Foxglove Garden Club has offered to maintain and plant flowers in the front of the courthouse on Fairfax Street.  Ms. McClintock 
stated that the Foxglove Garden Club would like the County Commission to purchase an irrigation system for the price of $1370.00.  The County Commission stated that they are grateful for the Garden Club’s interest but they prefer not to purchase the irrigation system at this time.
Christmas Luncheon

The County Commission decided not to have a courthouse complex employee Christmas Party this year.  Each elected official can have individual office parties if they choose to do so.  President Close stated that the parties are not paid with county funds.
