Administrative Items

Cacapon State Park Support Letter

Decision on Health Insurance Broker

On a Bob Ford/Stacy Dugan motion, the County Commission made a motion to switch Insurance Brokers and selected Dave Barton from the Shenandoah Group.  This becomes effective February 1, 2014.  Commissioner Dugan voted yea and Commissioner Ford voted yea.  Motion carried.

Public Hearing for Stormwater Management Ordinance

The County Commission held a public hearing to listen to citizens comments or suggestions regarding the revised Stormwater Management Ordinance.  There were no comments from the public.

Public Hearing for Annexation of Williams Street into the Town of Bath

Mr. Richard Gay, Attorney, approached the Commission for a public hearing for the annexation of Williams Street into the Town of Bath.    The Commission asked for public comments or concerns.   Jerry Foultz approached the Commission and stated concern regarding the annexation and the effect it will have on the boundary lines for his property.  Mr. Gay explained that the annexation is relocating the boundary lines for the town of Bath and will not affect the right of way on his property.  Commissioner Dugan explained that the annexation is just taking county owned property and changing it to town property.  Mr. Gay requests approval for the annexation.  Mr. Foultz stated that he still objects.  On a Bob Ford/Stacy Dugan motion, the County Commission approves the annexation of Williams Street into the Town of Bath.
