Administrative Items
Honorable Debra Kesecker, County Clerk- Notice of Precinct  6 & 21 location move

On a Stacy Dugan/Bob Ford motion, the County Commission voted unanimously to move the location of voting Precinct 6 from Berkeley Springs Junior High Building to the Berkeley Springs High School Room and Precinct 21 moved from the Morgan County Recreation Complex to the Love Assemble of God Church’s Youth Building.  President Close voted yea, Commissioner Dugan voted yea and Commissioner Ford voted yea.  Motion carried.

Such changes are necessary for safety measures in Precinct 6 and adequate space for voters in Precinct 21.  Pursuant to Chapter 3, Article 1, Section 7(b) of the WV Code.

Assessor’s Consolidations

On a Stacy Dugan/Bob Ford motion, the County Commission approved the consolidations of all properties from the Assessor’s Office.  President Close voted yea, Commissioner Dugan voted yea and Commissioner Ford voted yea.  Motion carried.

Action Items
Reconsider October 3rd decision to travel to Washington DC to lobby
Commissioner Dugan stated that she called the Ethics Commission and asked how to fix the issue with the meeting that took place on October 3, 2013 that was not posted.  Commissioner Dugan stated that you can post an agenda, and have a meeting stating what happened and keep the recording of the meeting for 6 months.  Commissioner Dugan made a motion to core the October 3, 2013 meeting to discuss it and have minutes reflecting the meeting. Commissioner Ford stated that it wasn’t a Commission meeting, he met with STS International, there was no official action that was taken and they didn’t do anything wrong.  President Close stated that he is very disappointed in how this has transpired and it is not true.  Motion died to lack of a second.
Joel Tuttle, Senior Life Services- Application for Exoneration
Joel Tuttle had called and cancelled being on the agenda for the Commission meeting.  Commissioner Dugan stated that she still would like to discuss the exoneration. 

President Close explained that his wife is employed by Senior Life Services.  President Close recused himself and left the meeting.

Commissioner Dugan stated that Mr. Tuttle had called her and that Mr. Tuttle stated that he was told by Ronnie McIntire, Assessor, as long as Mr. McIntire is in office as Assessor, Senior Life Services will not be charged for future taxes.  Commissioner Dugan stated that she asked Mr. McIntire to come to the Commission meeting but he was not present.
Commissioner Ford stated that he is not aware of the conversation.

Estate of Pauline Waugh
The County Commission reviewed the estate of Pauline Waugh. 

On a Bob Ford/Stacy Dugan motion, the County Commission made to a motion not to remove Jed Waugh as co-executor of the Pauline Waugh Estate and let the Fiduciary Commissioner handle the estate.  Commissioner Dugan voted yea and Commissioner Ford voted yea.  Motion carried.
President Close returned to the meeting and apologized for not being present during the Estate of Pauline Waugh.  There was a misunderstanding and his fellow Commissioners thought he was recusing himself from the estate case when in fact, he was not.
